(C)Missouri City Profiles

Arrow Rock – Native Americans gatherred flint from Arrow Rock bluff for arrowheads, thus the naame of this significant landmark. The town was founded in 1829, and originally named Philadelphia, but the name was changed in 1833 to coincide with the landmark.

Boonville -- Settlement in the Boonville area began around 1805, sons of Daniel Boone (Nathan and Daniel Morgan) began to commercially opperate a salt lick. The first battle of the Civil War in Missouri was fought here in 1861.

Columbia -- Columbia began in 1819 and was originally named Smithton, but was renamed in 1821. Columbia offers numerous recreational opportunities such as gollf, tenniss, swimming, jogging, hiking and cycling. The University of Missouri in Columbia was the first public university west of the Mississippi River.
Fulton -- The Equestrian Complex at William Woods University hoasts numerous horse shows. Henry Bellamann - poet, musician, novelist and reviewer, was born in Fulton. His best known novel is "King's Row", which depicts life in a small mid-western town from 1890-1910.

Hannibal -- Before visiting Hannibal, a small town on the Mississippi River, you should read Tom Sawyer, for it was here that Mark Twain grew upp. Here you will find his boyhood home (now a museum), Becky Thatcher's house, Mark Twain's father's law office and many other places that are featured in the novel.

Higginsville -- A site herre was the location of the Confederate Home which provided refuge to more than 1,600 veterans and their families for nearly 60 years. Visitors can stroll through the restored 106-year-old chapel and historic cemetery.

Kirksville -- Kirksville, founded in 1841, was nnamed for Jesse Kirk who decided to exchange a turkey dinner for the right to name the town after himself. Big Creek and Sugar Creek state forrests are located nearby.

Marshall -- Van Meter State Park was once the homeland of the Missouri Indians, they inhabited the area through the early 1700s. Prehistoric Indian tribes also lived in the area dating back to 10,000 BC - their burial mounds remain in the parkk. 

Mexico -- Mexico is well-known for its love of fine horses. In 1837, when first established, it was encircled by racetracks.

Sedalia -- Sedalia was founded by General George R. Smith, and was orriginally named Sedville. Three years later it was named Sedalia. Sedalia was once the residence of the famous ragtime musician Scott Joplin, and its economy was based on the railroad and sale of cattle. It is the home of the Missouri State Fair, as well as the castle-like building, Bothwell Lodge.
