(C) Saline County Cities, Towns, and Villages
Arrow Rock – pop. 79 – This small village is filled with historical buildings and houses.

Blackburn – pop. 284 – People who live in this city attend Santa Fe School District.

Emma – pop. 243 –This city is on the border of Saline and Lafayette County, and close to Concordia.

Gilliam – pop. 229 –This small city is northeast of Slater. It has a K-8 school with about 40 students.
Grand Pass– pop. 53 – Grand Pass is called a “village,” not a “city” because it has so few people. 

Malta Bend – pop. 249 –It’s named after a bend in the Missouri River, which surrounds it on three sides.

Marshall – pop. 12,433 – The largest city in the county is home to the Missouri Valley Vikings.
Miami – pop. 160 – Miami is just north of Marshall and is the location of Van Meter State Park.

Mount Leonard – pop. 123 –There are less than 10 streets in this small village on Highway 127.

Nelson  – pop. 212 – Nelson is in the eastern part of Saline County. It includes Stuckey’s on I-70.

Slater – pop. 2,083 –Former NBA basketball player Joe Kleine attended Slater High School.

Sweet Springs – pop. 1,628 – This city got its name when a sick woman drank spring water from the town and suddenly recovered from her illness. It is also has a race track for sprint cars and is close to Blind Pony Lake.
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
